They should
be able to evaluate given interpretations using
their own knowledge of the period.

This study enables you to understand the complexities and challenges that the democratic
Weimar Republic faced and how it was transformed into a one-party state under the leadership of
the Nazis. You will investigate themes such as democracy, revolution, dictatorship, government,
propaganda, censorship, economy and society. This course will enable you to develop the
historical skills of causation and consequence, and encourage you to analyse and evaluate
contemporary sources as well as interpretations of the time period.
