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 GEOGRAPHY
STRUCTURE AND ETHOS

The Department is an integral part of the school structure dedicated to helping students develop skills of problem solving and independent learning.  It has a tradition in playing an active part in the formulation of school policies and ensuring that students benefit from the enactment of these policies. 

The Geography Department benefits from a high profile across the school and leads several whole-school initiatives including Walk to School Week.

The Department currently comprises two full-time and one part-time specialist teachers who teach the subject across Years 7 – 11.  Each teacher is expected to teach the curriculum across the ability and age ranges.

There are 3 Geography classrooms; both have interactive whiteboards (SMART boards).

THE TEACHING OF GEOGRAPHY

The Department’s philosophy for teaching is that interaction with students is the best way to motivate, engage and extend their understanding. 

The Department prides itself on planning and delivering engaging and active lessons, and has focussed recently on updating and improving the quality of lessons across KS3 and KS4.  

The Department is well resourced with many lessons available on the shared computer drive, a range of materials for active learning, a variety of textbooks and revision materials. In addition, the Department delivers investigative, ICT and practical based tasks to develop independent learning and problem solving. 

We currently prepare students for the AQA specification A for GCSE. This year the department had increased numbers of students opting for the course and is now the most popular options subject at GCSE.  It offers homework and regular revision sessions to support the students.

The team also likes to take an active part in other school and community activities:  e.g. residential fieldtrips and day trips. 
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
