	Text1: Media Studies
	Text2: We belive that it is important for students to have a good understanding of the world around them and to explore their own values and beliefs. 

Media Studies is an excellent way for students to consider the feelings and opinions of others and to learn how society is influenced by the media. 

The subject also gives students an opportunity to be creative and design their own media text. 
	Text3: The GCSE Media Studies course encourages students to bring their existing knowledge of the media world to their studies and to analyse the impact of the different texts around them. 



Students study a wide range of Media products:  TV, Advertising, Magazines, Film and Film Marketing,  Newspapers, Video Games, Music Videos and Social Media.




	Text4: Although Media Studies is an option that students can choose for GCSE, Year 7 students will experience Media through their English lessons. 



A short unit of work will ask students to apply Shakespeare's plot and characters to a newspaper front cover story. They will learn some of the terminology for newspapers and consider the differenttypesofnewspapers.
