Worthing High School 
has an active Student 
Council who work as 
ambassadors for the 
student body.

Student Council members have 
a variety of roles which give our 
students a voice in decision making. 
The Student Council’s work 
allows them to learn how to effect 
positive change and take on roles 
of responsibility to prepare them 
for life beyond school.

SEND and Inclusion  
at Worthing High

with additional needs and SEND. 
We set high expectations that are 
embedded within a supportive and 
inclusive learning environment.

-�All of our staff have undertaken 
high quality CPD that ensures 
every teacher is a teacher of 
SEND. Teachers are confident 
in meeting the needs of each 
student within their classroom. 

-�Our Inclusion Department offers 
support and guidance to staff, 
students and families to support 
all students in maximising  
their potential.
