One thing remains clear, students whose attendance is strong, +95%, do well and the 
Government data nationally reinforces that. Attendance will be and continues to be a focus 
and our expectation is that every child is in school, learning every day.  

We appreciate there will always be medical appointments etc, but we strongly encourage, 
where possible, optional appointments to be made at the end of the school day, to lessen 
the disruption to learning and support the school.  

To all of our students we strongly encourage them to get involved with many of our clubs 
and afterschool activities. To parents/ carers, whatever year group they are in, we 
encourage your child to try to be involved with our extracurricular activities, to help develop 
their team working skills and show how they go above and beyond. 

There will be many opportunities for you as parent/carer to support the school, Friends of 
Worthing High/Parent Governor/Trustee etc., and if you like to get involved, please do not 
hesitate to contact the school or Tracy Reed for expressions of interest as a Parent 
Governor.
