Drama:

In terms of your own professional development some of you may be looking at Alevel theatre so it is worth keeping up with your writing and performing skills.
Performing skills – learn a monologue film it, share it, perform it to dog, write your own one about being stuck in isolation.
Writing skills – write a play, write a theatre review – there are loads of places currently letting you watch for free.
