Each week you are required to research a particular computer component and re-create it from cardboard (or any other materials you have spare).  The weekly task has been differentiated accordingly (Silver as the minimum)
1. Silver - Research the piece of hardware and attempt to make it!
2. Gold - Explain 5 typical characteristics of this hardware.
3. Platinum - Explain how this hardware has evolved over the years. Predict its future.
Week 1 = 1 x Input & 1 x Output device e.g. Keyboard and Monitor
Week 2 = CPU (Central Processing Unit ) e.g. Intel or AMD
Week 3 = Memory e.g. RAM or ROM
Week 4 = Storage e.g. Solid State, Optical or Magnetic
Week 5 = Motherboard
Extension = Networking e.g. wireless router or network cable
